NOTIFICATION

in the Government Engineering Colleges/ Institutions/ and to regulate their service conditions :
I. Short title. extent and commencement - (1) These Rules shall be known as Bihar Engineering
Education Service Rules, 2020 .
() It shall extend to aj the Govt. Engineering Colleges/Institutes  under the
Department of Science and Technology, Govt, of Bihar, in the whole state of
Bihar.
(3) It shall come into force with immediate effect.
2. Definitions: In these Rules, unless otherwise required in the context, the following terms mean as
under -
() "Government" means the 'Government of Bihar'.
(i)  "Commission" means ‘Bihar Public Service Commission’,
(iii) "Directorate' means the 'Directorate of Science and Technology',
(iv) "Department" means the 'Department of Science and Technology'.
(v) "Service" means 'Bihar Engineering Education Service',
(vi) "Direct Appointment" means appointment to be made on the recommendation
of Bihar Public Service Commission.
(vii)  "Committee" means the 'Departmental Promotion Committee' constituted by the Department,
(viii) "Service Member" means the person appointed and included in the Bihar
Engineering Education Service under the provisions of these Rules.
(ix) "Appointing Authority" means the Government of
Bihar.
(x)  "Council" means 'All India Council for Technical Education (AICTE).
(x1)  "Faculty member" means a Professor or Associate Professor or Assistant Professor of the
Institute/College.
(xii)  "Vacancies within the year" means the vacancies oceurring on 1% April by
virtue of creation of new POSts, superannuation, death and dismissal, etc,
(xiii) "Year'" means F inancial Year, i.e, the period from April 01 to March 31 of the next year;
i) Cadre Structure for Bihar Engineering Education Service-

Expfanation - Persons engaged on contract basis will not be deemed to be members of this
cadre,

(2 This Cadre shall be a state level cadre.

(3) The pay scales for the members of this service shall be determined by the State
Government.

(4y  The number of sanctioned posts of Assistant Professor, Associate Professor and Professor
to be filled by Direct Appointment shall be as per the ratio prescribed by the Council.
(AICTE)

(5)  Responsibility of Workshop Superintendent may be assigned by the Principal to an
Associate Professor of Mechanical Engineering branch with reduced teaching workload

(6)  In Engineering Colleges/Institutes, the Principal shall designate a faculty member of the
Department to perform the work of "Head of the Department' in order of seniority to
assist the Principal in administration of the concerned department.. If there are more than
one faculty member of the same seniority, they may be designated 'Head of Department’
in rotation for three years in each case.

4. Determination of Vacancies and its Intimation to the Commission-

5. Every year, as on 1% April the Department shall calculate the vacancies for Direct Appointment to
the posts of Assistant Professor, Associate Professor. Professor and Principal for the Govt
Engineering Colleges/Institutes and shall accordingly send rosterwise requisition to the
Commission for direct recruitment by 30" April as far as possible.Direct Appointment-

(1) Direct appointment to the different posts of the cadre shall be made in the light of the

recommendation of the Commission.

(2) The scheme of direct appointment is provided in Appendix-1, which may be amended by

the Government from time to time.

6. Reservation: In direct appointments in this service, the provisions of Reservation/Roster as
provided by the Government from time to time shall remain applicable. The Reservation Roster
shall be maintained subject/branch-wise.

7. Age-limit: For direct appointment, the minimum age limits for different posts of the cadre shall

be as under:-

The age shall be computed on the basis of reference date of 1 August of the year of

advertisement issued by the commission,

Seniority: The Department shall publish in the month of April every vear seniority lists of legally

appointed and working teachers for each level of post of the Cadre. Branch/Subject wise Seniority

list for the teachers com ing through direct recruitment and promotion will be maintained separately

Inter-se-seniority:

I

Seniority of directly recruited teachers for each branch/subject will be assigned as per merit
list published by the Commission.

Seniority of promoted teachers in the same branch/subject shall be determined with
reference to the date of eligibility for promotion mentioned in the recommendation of
selection committee as per notification issued by the Government. If the date of eligibility is
the same for more than one candidate, the date of appointment and position in merit list will
be taken into consideration for deciding seniority. If the seniority can still not be decided,
the person having earlier date of birth shall be granted seniority. If even this does not
suffice, alphabetical order of first name shall be considered for deciding seniority.

3. Inter-se-seniority between the directly recruited and promoted teachers shall be determined

with reference to the date of joining for directly recruited teachers and the date of eligibility

mentioned in the recommendation of selection committee for promoted teachers.

Promotion: (1) The Scheme of Promotion will be in conformity with All India Council for

Technical Education Regulation 2019 and AICTE Regulation issued from time 1o time,
Benefit of Promotion Scheme shall be admissible on the basis of recommendation of the
Committee and accordingly the posts held by the teachers shall be upgraded. However, the
benefit of Promotion shall be admissible within the total number of sanctioned posts in the

cadre.

Such upgraded post shall automatically be downgraded as basic posts in the event of

superannuation or otherwise arising vacancy.,

In each case, the benefit of Promotion shall only be admissible when concerned teachers
fulfill all the conditions to get the benefit under the scheme of Promotion notified by the
Government.
Promotion from the post of Associate Professor to the post of Professor and the
benefit thereof shall be permissible only after Departmental Promotion
Committee.

The Departmental Promotion Committee shall be constituted by the Department.

10, Control of Establishment related Matters-

Appointment. Promotion. posting. ransfer. confimation of service. maintenance of seniority-list and
all matters related to establishment shall be under the control of the Appointing Authority.

{1. Deputation - Posting of Members of this cadre may be made on deputation for a maximum
period of three years to suitable non-cadre posts of the offices subordinate to or attached
with the Department/Directorate.

12. Disciplinary action - The provisions of The Bihar Government Servant (Classification.
Control and Appeal) Rules, 2005 (as amended from time to time) shall be applicable for the
purpose of disciplinary action against the members of this cadre.

13. Miscellaneous — with reference to Subjects for which provisions are not made in
these Rules. the existing rules/instructions in respect of the State Government
employees of similar level will be applicable.

14. Power to relax - Where the Government deems it necessary and expedient, it may relax
any provision of these Rules in respect of a person or a category by order, with reasons
recorded.

15. Interpretation - Wherever any doubt arises in respect of any rule of these Rules, the
decision of the State Government shall be final and binding.

16. Removal of Difficulties- Final removal of any difficulty related to these Rules shall be

made by the State Government.

17. Repeal and Savings - (1) "Bihar Engineering Education Service Rules 2014" (as
amended time to time) is hereby repealed.

(2) Notwithstanding such repeal, any act done or actions taken under the promotions of these rules
will be deemed to have been done or taken under the power conferred under these rules as if these
were prevalent when this act was done or actions taken.
